2021-21

AIM :
The aim of the scheme is to support 1000 farmers for Duckery farming with a capacity of 50
ducks per unit during 2021-22.

SCHEME OBJECTIVE :

e To strengthen local Duckery Production Systems for enhancing livelihoods of Small/
Marginal/ Landless/ SC/ ST/ PWD/ individual members of WSHG in the district like
Ganjam, Khordha, Puri, Jagatsinghpur, Kendrapada, Balasore, Bhadrak, Jajpur,
Malkangiri, Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar.

e To build the capacity of the Small/ Marginal/ Landless/ SC/ ST/ PWD/ individual
members of WSHG for undertaking duckery production as a profitable enterprise.

e To provide supplementary source of income to rural farmers.

e To meet the protein hunger at grass root level.

SCHEME OUTLAY & SUBSIDY :

e Unit cost of 50 ducklings under the Scheme is Rs.4,000.00

ELIGIBILITY :

e Small/ Marginal/ Landless/ SC/ ST/ PWD/ individual members of WSHG will be
selected under the programme.

e Should be a permanent resident of the Village/ Panchayat.

Delivery of veterinary health care services by field functionaries through ongoing

healthcare schemes and MVU Scheme.
Routine vaccination of birds on priority basis.
